STANDING ORDERS FOR  XXXXX PEDIATRICS

1. Thrush - Nystatin oral suspension 60 ml bottle 1 ml qid for 10 days no refills.
typically they need to have signs of thrush on lips and cheeks. if only on the tongue I do not call in med. I they have been treated before for thrush then I will forward to md. If do not send order for diflucan without md order. 

2. Yeast diaper rash. Nystatin ointment 30 gram tube. Apply to diaper area qid for 7 to 10 days. 30 gram tube with no refills. pt must meet description for yeast rash. (i use barton schmitt triage guide to determine. 

3. Swimmers ear - Or ear drainage with ear tubes. must meet criteria for otitis externa per Barton Schmitt Triage guidelines. If having fever of other symptoms pt will need ov. if no fever will send order for Ciprodex 5 gtts to affected ear bid for 7 days, disp 1 bottle with no refills. If Ciprodex is too expensive will forward to md for another med such as floxin or Cortisporin otic. 

4. Conjunctivitis. Polytrim 1 gtt to affected eye QID for 7 days. disp one bottel with no refills. 
Must meet requirements of pink eye per Barton Schmitt Triage protocols. If pt is under the age of 2 years - needs ov so can have ear check. If pt has fever, pain or eye swelling pt needs ov for eval regardless of age. 

5. Head Lice - 5% permetherin cream, Ovide (if over age of 6 yrs) or Ulesfia. Depends on age of child and insurance. pt need to meet criteria of head lice per Cdc recommendation.

6. Pinworms - Vermox 100mg chewable tablets. Chew and swallow one tablet x 1 and repeat with second tablet in 14 days. Must be over age 2 yrs and criteria must be met of positive signs of pinworms per Barton Schmitt Triage protocols.

PATIENTS WITH MONTHLY MEDICATIONS - such as gi meds (prevacid or zantac) allergy and asthma meds. 
Will okay medications if there is a documented order in ehr chart with specific instructions on dosing and pt is up to date on office visits. If I am sure the pt takes the medication but I do not see the documentation in Ehr chart then I will not okay refill and will send to md for review.

BCP - will check chart to see if pt has specific order for medication and is up to date on office visits. will check with pt to see if any headaches, hypertension, family history of blood disorders or blood clots.

With any medications that is called in parent is informed that if pt is not improving after several days of medication then needs ov. will always send a copy of task to md for review.
